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Color Tablets help the child to discriminate
between the primary colors, secondary
colors an finally shades of each color.
There are three boxes each with tablets
that are identical except for the color. \
The first box has two each of red, blue and *
yellow. The second box has two each of
red, blue, yellow, green, brown, purple,
orange, gray, white and black. The
children match them and identify the
names of each color. The last box has
each of the colors of the second box |
(except black and white) but they are

gradated in color from light to dark. The

children try to grade the colors and then there are a lot of games
that they can play, for instance trying to find something in the
classroom that matches a color exactly.
