The 

other day I observed a mother and her daughter, who was around 7, picking out a 

dozen eggs at a Cumberland Farms store.  Mom asked her daughter to pick out a 

dozen extra-large eggs.  After she took them out of the fridge, her mother asked her 

if she could find the expiration date.  When she found it, they both agreed that the 

eggs were good, but mom took it one step further and said “now we need to open 

the box and make sure none of the eggs are broken”.  Her daughter examined each 

egg carefully and was delighted to declare that they were all fine. This was a perfect 

“Montessori lesson” – simple, precise and interesting.  I’m sure that the little girl will 

always approach her selection of eggs the same way, whether she is with her mom 

or by herself.  All of the “Practical 

Life” exercises we show the chil-

dren in the classroom are ap-

proached the same way – practi-

cal, engaging and allowing the chil-

dren to become more independent 

- whether using a dustpan and 

brush or wiping up a spill.��
